Share the Gospel Content (continued)

> What kind of things do you follow? Who would
you say you are a fan of? (Let students answer)
Let's take social media for example. In order to be a
follower, all you have to do is click “follow,"“friend,’
or “like” and instantly you are an official follower.
You now have access to the daily happenings of
whatever or whomever you are following. There
comes a point, however, when being a “follower” of
that account via social media has limitations. Click-
ing a “follow” button does not necessarily mean we
are committed to the thing or person we say we
follow. We can un-follow any time we no longer
like the content of the media. What we really mean
when we “follow” someone on social media is that
we are simply a FAN. But, can we really “follow”
Jesus in the same way that we “follow” someone on
social media?

> Today, | want to answer this question: What
does it mean to be a follower of Jesus?

THREE REQUIREMENTS OF JESUS-FOLLOWERS:

1. Jesus-followers must trust Jesus alone to
be saved.
There are many people who believe that if they are
good enough or if they do “Christian” things (like
going to church) that they automatically know God
and are saved. This ultimately amounts to us trusting
in ourselves to be saved. This is not what the Bible
teaches. In order to know God, we must confess our
need for him, repent, and ask Him to save us. This is
where a relationship with God begins.

2. Jesus-followers must let God be the boss of
their lives.
Many people also prefer to think of Jesus as Savior,
but have trouble when it comes to Him being Lord.
It's easy for us to retain control of our lives, but this is
not what Jesus calls us to. He wants to be our boss,
not just our Savior. We must allow Him to “call the
shots”in our lives and live fully obedient to Him.

3. Jesus-followers must love God so much that they
make relationship with Him their first priority.
The thing about lords is this: you can only have
ONE of them. In our daily lives, we let many things
become our“lords”. Money, power, pleasure, pop-
ularity, acceptance - they are all desires that seek
to control our lives. Jesus asks us, however, to give
these things up when they threaten His authority
and relationship in our lives. This is also why Jesus
asked people to “count the cost” of being a disciple
before following Him — because following Him re-
quires that we must forsake other things. He must
be the number one priority.

Continue:

> Salvation is free — we cannot earn it. Being a disciple
of Jesus, however, requires that we give everything to
God - our belongings, our desires, even our very lives.
This is the way God created us to live — in relationship
with Him and submitted to His authority.

WHAT IS THE GOSPEL?

Answer: The Father God adopting me.

FATHER GOD
God made all of creation. The first people in God’s
creation—Adam and Eve—had a perfect relationship
with God. However, they sinned, turned away from
God, and creation fell. That brokenness resulted in a
separation from God and from a freedom that comes
in fullness of life with the Father. God was deeply
grieved over His creation.
“The Lord saw that the wickedness of man was great in
the earth ... and it grieved Him to His heart.”

- Genesis 6:5-6 (ESV)

ADOPTING

God'’s heart was so hurt over His creations’ brokenness
that He sent His Son Jesus. God sent Jesus to pay the
price (redemption) to restore our relationship back to
the Father. Jesus sacrificed His own life on a cross in
our place and was also raised back to life to end our
alienation from God and bring us into a living relation-
ship that lasts forever. Only because of Jesus can we be
adopted as sons and daughters of God— part of His
family, along with the benefits of being His children.

- Last week, we learned about the requirements of
Jesus-followers. (Share a personal testimony or
story and relate the story to this text.)

— Let’s begin today with a question: How can we

communicate the gospel with others accurately

and confidently?

First, it is very important that when we have the
opportunity to share the gospel with someone that
we don't forget to mention that “inviting Jesus into
our hearts” also means “surrendering our lives to Him.”
Being a Jesus follower is not simply a title we add

on to the other things in our life, it is something that
completely changes everything we already had. Shar-
ing the gospel isn't the same a sales-pitch — where

we only emphasize the convenient benefits in order
to get people to sign up. It may be that you are very
passionate about it, but always remember to inform
people about what they are getting into. Surrender-
ing our lives to Him is not a negative thing at all! It is
difficult at times, but completely worth it! Some peo-
ple, however, will choose not to follow Christ because
the cost of following Him is too great. As Christians,
we need to be prepared for this possibility, and still

have a burden for the lost at the same time.

Second, if we remember that all we can do is present
the facts, we will be relieved of the pressure to say
everything in a convincing manner. It should give us
confidence that we don’t have to make the gospel
“look good.” We can only share the truth as best we
can, and some will accept, but some will not. The
most important thing is honesty. But also remember
to be honest about the positive changes in your

life! Never worry about what you should say. Worry
and fear will make us hesitate to share. Instead, be
confident in who God is and the Holy Spirit will guide

you in what to say.
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Open Discussion:

1. What are the most important parts of the gospel
message that you have learned this semester?
(example: God is a loving Father who wants to adopt
us, sin is a big problem, the solution to sin is the cross,

we must surrender our lives to Him, etc...)

2. Have you ever personally shared the gospel with
someone? How did it go? What would you have

done differently?

3. Describe a time when it felt difficult to follow God,
but you persevered in obedience to Him. What

was it like on the other side of that situation?

2. Close

— Conclusion: “We should never be ashamed of the
gospel. If we are, perhaps we should ask God to
check our hearts and help us overcome fear. Salva-
tion is the greatest gift God ever gave to people, so
we should announce this good news every chance
we get! | hope that this is a challenge for you to
follow Christ in greater obedience than before, and
that you'll begin to share Jesus with others if you

have not already.”

CONCLUDE

« Follow up the teaching time by thanking the guest
speaker. Remind the students of next weeks meeting,
Prepare Week.

- Dismiss with a closing prayer, reminding the students
of the prayer points from last week as well as the
prayer points below.
> Pray for yourself, family, and peers.

YOUR FAITH STORY

Your story is one of the most important tools you have been given by God to share the gospel with the world around you! Finding the
power in your story will depend on how you learn to tell it. The first step to being able to tell a powerful story is to WRITE IT DOWN.
This will give you the ability to edit the specifics and memorize. The second is to PRACTICE OUT LOUD with a close friend or parent so
that they can give you useful feedback. The third is to SPEND TIME IN PRAYER AND IN THE SCRIPTURE to ask God to speak through
you before you share your story publically, because God can do more in others through you than you can do by yourself!

1. START WITH A KEYWORD

The first step in writing down your faith story is choosing what keywords describe your life before Christ. Below is a list of emo-
tions. Circle two or three that adequately describe how you felt as a result of a problem you faced without Christ in your life. You
are not limited to this list, so feel free to chose a keyword of your own! This part helps keep your story compelling and on track.

alienated bitter fearful hurt rejected
alone confused frustrated insecure uncertain
angry depressed guilty lonely unforgiving
apathetic distrusting heartbroken lost unloved
ashamed doubtful hopeless prideful worthless

2. SET UP THE BACKGROUND

Now describe the situation in which you came to face this problem and why your keyword describes the way you felt. It is more
important to be honest than dramatic. This helps people to relate with your story personally and understand why we need God in
our lives. If you need more space, continue on the back.

EXAMPLE: “my parents divorced when | was younger... | blamed myself and began to feel unworthy of relationships... so | become
isolated and alone because | was afraid of being rejected for being unworthy...”

3. SHARE HOW JESUS ENTERED YOUR STORY

Now describe how you came to know Jesus. Be sure to describe that moment (or that process) if you can with adjectives that show

how meaningful and impactful it was for you. Try to describe how Jesus touched your heart, and how you responded (such as
asking Him to be your Lord and Savior). This part challenges people’s idea of what God is like.

EXAMPLE: “One summer | attended church camp with my youth group and we talked about new identity in Christ and being loved as
God’s children. God began to speak to my heart and to my issues of unworthiness and fear of rejection. One evening | experienced the

love of God and realized that Christ died for my sin, so that | could have a loving relationship with God. So | asked Him to save me and
forgive me of my sin. The impact of that moment changed everything.”

4. STATE THE IMPACT OF CHRIST ON YOUR LIFE

Now describe how Christ impacted your problem and your life. Use the emotion opposite of your keyword and share how Christ

either reversed your problem or is continually giving you the power to overcome. This is the part that inspires your hearers to
place their hope in Christ!

EXAMPLE: “What changed after that was my view of myself. | began to trust that God really did love me and want me to be in rela-
tionship with Him. | had once been unworthy, but now [ was given worth. | was once alone, but now [ see myself as wanted, loved, and

together with God and His family. | was once afraid of rejection, but now | know that | am fully accepted by Him, and He is giving me the

faith and the strength to overcome the attitudes of the past.”

SAMPLE GOSPEL PRESENTATION

Begin the presentation by sharing a short version of your testimony. For example: “/ was raised in church. I'd never really thought
of my story as being powerful, but when | think about how Christ died for me, a sinner, | am very grateful that Jesus did for me something |
could not do for myself. This fact is powerful enough all by itself. | love to serve God because of all that He has done for me.”

What Is the Gospel?
